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A Message from the Director

On behalf of the Children’s Trust Fund Board of Directors, we are
pleased to present the Children’s Trust Fund (CTF) Annual Report

for State Fiscal Year 2008. Each year, CTF’s community-based grants
serve thousands of Missouri’s children and their families with this year
being no exception. In 2007-2008, CTF supported over 110 prevention
organizations and partners by distributing over $2.8 million in funding
that in turn provided critical prevention and support services.

In Fiscal Year 2008, CTF began to celebrate its 25th anniversary as
an organization. During our first 25 years, CTF has provided over
$38 million dollars in non-general revenue funding for prevention
programs, public awareness and parent education to every part of
Missouri. Parent education, home visitation and support to newborn
parents; mentoring to pregnant and parenting teens; education on the
dangers of shaking a baby or how to nurture and soothe a child with
infant massage techniques; engaging fathers into the parenting process
or supporting grandparents who must take on the role of parents/
caretakers once again; providing cribs and safe sleep information;
short-term emergency care for children whose families are faced with
a crisis....these are the critical services that our partner organizations
have provided through the years as a result of generous contributions
and support to CTF.

We understand and recognize that preventing all forms of child abuse
and neglect before it occurs is critical. The effects of abuse often lasts a
lifetime and can have a detrimental impact on a child’s learning ability,
how long a child remains in school, relationship building, long-term
health and mental health issues, and/or a continued cycle of abuse and
violence throughout adulthood. Children who are raised in a safe,
protected and nurtured environment have a much better chance of
reaching their full potential and becoming healthy adults and parents.
CTF believes that every child should have that opportunity.

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The Children’s Trust Fund (CTF) was created by the Missouri General Assembly
in 1983 as a fund dedicated solely to support child abuse and neglect prevention
programs throughout the state. CTF was authorized to enter into contracts with
public or private agencies, schools, or qualified individuals to establish communi-
ty-based educational and service programs focused on preventing child abuse and
neglect. CTF was also directed to facilitate information exchange between groups
concerned with child abuse prevention programs and to provide statewide public
education regarding issues facing families and children.

No state general revenue funds are appropriated to CTF for child abuse preven-
tion. Funding is obtained from dedicated fees on marriage licenses and vital
records, sales of the CTF specialty license plate, voluntary contributions desig-
nated on Missouri State Income Tax Returns, other voluntary contributions, and
interest income from the Fund. CTF also administers the Community Based Child
Abuse Prevention (CBCAP) Federal Grant.

The Children’s Trust Fund envisions children and families free to grow and reach
their full potential in a nurturing and healthy environment free from child abuse
and neglect.

Mission

The Children’s Trust Fund will prevent or alleviate child abuse and neglect for
the State of Missouri’s children and families by: 1) planning and policy develop-
ment; 2) ensuring appropriate funding of results-oriented programs, training

programs for professionals, and research; 3) promoting public awareness and
education; and 4) assisting in the integration of statewide prevention efforts.




Missouri Fraternal Order of Eaglcs The Missouri Fraternal Order of
Eagles (F.O.E.) chose CTF as its State President’s Charity of Choice for 2007-
2008. Over the course of Fiscal Year 2008, individual Eagles Clubs throughout
the state raised funds within their communities to contribute in a collective effort
to support and raise awareness for child abuse and neglect prevention. As a result,
the Missouri F.O.E presented $132,510 to CTF in June 2008. At the Eagle’s
request, CTF will use the funding to support crisis nurseries throughout the state.
Crisis nurseries provide short-term shelter and care for children whose families
are faced with emergencies, or who are in crisis. Founded in 1898, the F.O.E. is an
international non-profit organization that unites fraternally in the spirit of liberty,
truth, justice and equality to make human life more desirable by lessening its ills
and by promoting peace, prosperity, gladness and hope.

2008 ‘Healthy Foods for Growing and Going’ Calendar CTF
distributed 9,000 Healthy Foods for Growing and Going 2008 calendars
produced in cooperation with the Missouri Association of Community Action
(MACA). The calendar features parenting tips, nutrition information, healthy
recipes and menu suggestions, and tips for feeding young children. It is distributed
to families enrolled in Head Start and other child care programs, county family
service and health department offices, WIC programs, food banks, community
action outreach offices, and CTF prevention programs.

Kid’s Count 2007 Data Book The Kid’s Count Data Book is produced
through a collaborative effort involving the Citizen’s for Missouri’s Children
(CMC), the Annie E. Casey Foundation and CTF. The project’s mission is to
improve the well being of Missouri’s children by heightening awareness of
children’s issues within local communities and promoting more effective responses
to children’s needs throughout the state.

Missouri Strengthening Families Initiative (SFI) Led by the Missouri
Department of Social Services (DSS), Children’s Division, CTF is an active
participant of Missouri’s Strengthening Families Initiative (SFI) Leadership Team.
With support from the Doris Duke Charitable Foundation, the Center for the
Study of Social Policy (CSSP) spent two years researching and identifying five
protective factors that prevent child abuse and neglect. The research proved that
excellent early care and education programs use common program strategies to
build the protective factors known to reduce child abuse and neglect. These five
protective factors include:

¢ enhancing parent resilience

e providing an array of social connections

o %acilitating parent knowledge and skills regarding parenting and child
development

e providing resources and referrals in times of stress

e providing classrooms that facilitate healthy social and emotional development in

young children.

As part of a two-year grant from the National Alliance of Children’s Trust and
Prevention Funds to support the SFI project, CTF, with the assistance of (DSS),
selected six SFI pilot sites to integrate the protective factors framework into early
childhood care and education. The sites selected were Children’s Therapy Center
of Pettis County (Sedalia), OACAC Early Head Start (Springfield), Essential Care
Childcare (Kansas City), Operation Breakthrough (Kansas City), Early Learning
Center, Inc. (Oran), and South Side Day Nursery (St. Louis).

Pilot sites reported increased parent involvement in center activities designed to
improve parent/child interaction and foster relationships among families and with
center staff. The evaluation also indicated that the greater level that the center
director supported the SFI principles and provided strong leadership, the greater
level that staff embraced those principles, resulting in increased communication
among staff and staff‘s improved ability to recognize gaps and strengths within
their own families. For additional SFI information visit the Center for the Study of
Social Policy at www.cssp.org.

Home Visitation Prevention Services With funding provided by the
Missouri Department of Social Services (DSS), CTF partnered with Nurses
For Newborns Foundation (NFNF) to provide essential home visitation
prevention services in St. Louis City and County, Franklin, Jefferson, St.
Charles, St. Francois and Washington counties. These services, provided by

a registered nurse, target parents twenty-one years of age or younger and
parents exceeding this age who are mentally and/or physically challenged

or who are substance abusers. The project focused on promoting effective
parenting skills, prevention of repeat teen pregnancies, increasing educational
achievement, increasing self-support and self-esteem, promoting healthy birth
outcomes, and ensuring the safety and overall well-being of children. In Fiscal
Year 2008, NFNF provided 7,541 service hours through home visits to 1,707
families (3,432 individuals) as a result of this project. Outcomes reported
include prevention of subsequent pregnancies among teen moms participating,
increased immunizations of infants, reduction in the inappropriate use of
emergency rooms, and 99% of participants free of a substantiated report of

child abuse.

State Technical Assistance Team (STAT) CTF awarded $25,000 to the
Missouri Department of Social Services (DSS), State Technical Assistance Team
(STAT) to provide Understanding and Interviewing Sex Offenders training to 800
child protection professionals during 2-day trainings at four different locations
across the state. The agreement also included funding for the Missouri Child
Fatality Review Program Annual Report.



CTF provides awareness of various prevention messages through available
literature and a comprehensive public education plan. CTF contracts with Learfield
Communications, Inc. and Firehouse Design to develop an annual strategic plan
for its advertising/media campaign. The related activity plan includes a media mix
of print, radio, billboard, cable television, website refreshment, literature design,
etc. CTF’s prevention messages focus on the importance of prevention, Shaken
Baby Syndrome (SBS) prevention, safe sleep environments, positive parenting,
emotional child abuse and neglect, and the dangers of leaving children unattended
in or around vehicles. CTF offers free of charge brochures, posters and SBS DVDs
to its partners, State departments, hospitals and other child serving agencies
throughout Missouri for training purposes and as general information to share
with parents and caregivers.

CTF Website The CTF website, www.ctf4kids.org, provides a blog format
to highlight CTF activities and information related to grant recipients, license
plate partners, funding sources, the CTF specialty license plate, available CTF
literature, special events and other information regarding child abuse prevention.
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Through Collectors Solutions, Inc., it also offers a secure site to accept online credit/
debit card and e-checking donations.

Child Abuse Prevention Month In March 2008, Governor Matt Blunt
presented a proclamation declaring April as Child Abuse Prevention Month in
Missouri. CTF received the proclamation along with representatives from the

Missouri Department of Social Services (DSS) Children’s Division; DSS State Technical

Assistance Team (STAT), Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services (DHSS),

Missouri Department of Mental Health (DMH), Missouri Department of Public Safety




(DPS), Missouri KidsFirst, Prevent Child Abuse Missouri (PCAM), ParentLink,
Missouri Juvenile Justice Association (M]JJA), Practical Parenting Partnerships
(PPP) and Kids Hope United.

CTF, in partnership with Missouri KidsFirst, developed a web-based child abuse
prevention packet for individuals and communities to modify and use to support
local child abuse prevention efforts. The packet was designed to help improve the
safety and well being of children by offering a toolkit that included proclamation
wording, parenting tips, resources, fact sheets, a history of child abuse prevention
month, op-ed pieces, calendar of events, and ways to discuss how to bring
communities together to prevent child abuse and neglect. CTF also promoted ‘Go
Blue Day’ on April 18 to encourage people to wear blue to show support for the
importance of prevention.

During a news conference hosted by St. Louis Children’s Hospital on April 11,
U.S. Senator Christopher ‘Kit” Bond brought together healthcare professionals,
community leaders, CTF Board members and child advocates to highlight April as
child abuse and neglect prevention month and to congratulate CTF for twenty-five
years of service and leadership.

CTF’s April public education campaign used radio, billboard and print mediums.
Radio advertisements regarding Shaken Baby Syndrome (SBS) prevention,
emotional abuse, and the importance of prevention efforts aired on all
Missourinet radio stations and other stations reaching audiences in the Columbia,
Springfield, St. Louis and Kansas City areas. Billboards containing prevention
and awareness messaging were placed in high travel locations in Springfield,
Kansas City, St. Louis and Jefferson City. Print advertisements were placed with
Mother and Child Reunion, the Missouri Nurses Association (MONA) and Rural
Missouri Magazine.

Check-Off Child Abuse in Missouri For Missourians who receive a
refund on their Missouri State Income Tax Return, the tax check-off campaign
offers a way for those people to designate all or a portion of their refund to CTF.
This program was promoted in February and March 2008 using print ads and

a radio campaign that aired on the Missourinet and in the metro areas of St.
Louis, Columbia, Kansas City and Springfield. CTF also sent State employees

an electronic flier and engaged in a letter campaign that provided sticky notes to
Missouri tax preparers. CTF received $114,893.74 in Fiscal Year 2008 related to
this campaign.

Missouri State Employees Charitable Campaign CTF received
$5,560.83 in Calendar Year 2007 from the Missouri State Employees Charitable
Campaign (MSECC). CTF exhibited during the MSECC kick-off in the Truman
Building September 2007 and participated in other individual State department
related events.

Fiscal Year 2008 (July 1, 2007 - June 30, 2008)

General Prevention Grants The CTF Board of Directors approved and
awarded $1,256,120 for Fiscal Year 2008 to fifty-four (54) community-based organi-
zations and agencies throughout Missouri to provide programs and services that help
support families reduce the risk of child abuse and neglect. CTF funded specific child
abuse and neglect models that included safe crib, infant nurturing, father support,
grandparent support, home visitation, parent support and education, mentoring,
respite care, research and training, etc.

To promote sustainability, CTF commits funding to successful grantees on a five-year
cycle. CTF funds projects at 100% during years one and two; in year three, CTF
funds 75%, and the grantee provides a 25% local match; in year four, CTF funds
50%, and the local match is 50%; and in year five, CTF funds 25%, and the local
match is 75%.

Community Based Child Abuse Prevention (CBCAP) Grants

In Fiscal Year 2008, CTF awarded $260,000 to four (4) Missouri communities in
Moberly, Poplar Bluff, Springfield and St. Joseph to continue the Community Based
Child Abuse Prevention (CBCAP) grant project. These communities completed their
fifth year of a five-year grant process.

CBCAP funding is a federal initiative that originates from the Administration of
Children, Youth and Families, Department of Health and Human Services in Wash-
ington, D.C. CTF is the designated lead agency to disburse this funding in Missouri.
Through incorporating a lead agency concept, the CBCAP communities provide

a seamless coordination and delivery of prevention and family support services to
families and their children; reduce the duplication of existing services; maximize the
resources of public and private providers to better serve children and families; and
most importantly, reduce the likelihood of child abuse and neglect from occurring.

An important part of this grant is the collection of data on outcomes of these
services. At the end of the fifth year, 195 high risk families consisting of over 700
individuals were benefiting from this project. Many of these families were single
parent families with very young children and few economic resources or community
supports.

The Missouri CBCAP model is recognized by the federal funding agency as attain-
ing the highest level of program standards and performance indicated by evidenced
based outcomes and successful replication of the program in other communities.
Each CBCAP site continues to show statistically significant improvement in scores of
standardized measures of family risk (Child Abuse Potential Inventory) and distress
(Parent Stress Index) among parents participating. Families also report high levels of
satisfaction with the services they receive. An additional outcome includes communi-
ties successfully leveraging other funds, thereby increasing their capacity to better
serve families.

Discretionary (rants Each year, CTF allocates a certain portion of its an-
nual program budget to fund discretionary projects or ‘mini-grants.” Discretion-
ary funding is designed to be responsive to low-cost prevention projects or needs
identified by individual communities, organizations or agencies. A maximum of
$5,000 per grant award is available for these special prevention projects. During
Fiscal Year 2008, CTF awarded $70,635 in discretionary funding to twenty (20)
grantees. As part of this amount, $26,675 was provided to six (6) grantees to sup-
port safe crib programs within the Missouri Department of Social Services (DSS)
Stay at Home Parent program.

License Plate Marketing Partner Grants

The CTF ‘prevent child abuse’ license plate is Missouri’s number one selling specialty

plate with nearly 10,000 active plates purchased as of June 2008. License plate
marketing partners throughout Missouri help promote and sell the plates to raise
funds for prevention projects in their local communities. The goal to reach 10,000
active CTF plates would equate to the distribution of $250,000 annually. During
Fiscal Year 2008, CTF distributed a total of $141,516.77 to the following partners:
